DIOCESAN GUIDANCE TO PARENTS/CARERS
If you are intending to apply for a place for your child for next September in a Catholic School,

you will probably already know that the process has changed over the last couple of years.
Instead of asking your Priest to complete a reference form regarding your Catholicity which he
would then send directly to the school, you now need to see your Parish Priest and ask him for
a Certificate of Catholic Practice. Your Parish Priest will give this to you providing he is satisfied
you are a practising Catholic. You will then need to take this to the Catholic School to which
you are applying, together with your child’s Baptismal Certificate (or Certificate of Reception
where appropriate). If you do not, for whatever reason, qualify for a Certificate of Catholic
Practice and your child is baptised, then your application will come into the next category for
Baptised Catholic Childven. For further details, please read carefully the admissions
criteria/arvangements of the Catholic school to which you wish to apply. If you think you are
likely to be, in this second category, please do still apply in the normal way, as explained by the
Catholic school or the Local Authority, and remember to take a copy of your child’s Baptismal
Certificate to the school.

Pupil Premium

The government has introduced the Pupil Premium Grant to help children from lower income
families reach their full potential and to achieve higher academic grades at school.

We are able to check eligibility using a simple, secure and confidential online process.

Under this arrangement, schools receive funding for every pupil who meets the criteria for free
school meals; so it is important for us to ensure that every child that meets the criteria is

actually registered at the school so we can claim this money.

You meet the criteria if you receive any of the following benefits:

e Income Support

e income-based Jobseeker's Allowance income-related Employment and Support Allowance

o support under Part VI of the lmmigration and Asylum Act 1999

o the Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

o Child Tax Credit, provided they are not entitled to Working Tax Credit, and have an
annual income (as assessed by HM Revenue & Customs) that does not exceed £16,190

e Working Tax Credit 'run-on' - the payment someone may receive for a further four
weeks after they stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit
